We are not allowing anyone
into buildings before 8.30am and we do not want them mixing with other children who may not be in
the same kete.

Please do not enter school buildings unless it is ESSENTIAL - you must come through the office first and
complete sign in procedures. We need to have accurate contact track and trace systems in case they are
needed.

Drinking fountains are turned off, please bring a drink bottle (this can be refilled in the classroom).

TKW and TKP pick up time is 2.45pm unless you have made a specific arrangement with the teacher for
a 3pm pick up. Older siblings will be released at the same time.

Children from Year 4 - 6 are required to wear a mask indoors (you can be sure we give them lots of mask
breaks during the day). Year 3’s in TKM are encouraged to wear a mask too.

If your child has symptoms of a cold, please do not send them to school. We are required to send them
home if they are unwell.
