We're letting you know that soon we’ll be upgrading some of the services at Hokowhitu
Domain.

This includes upgrading the pipes running from the public toilets to our wastewater network
near the road. We have attached a picture of the worksite over the page for you.

Our contractors are starting on Monday 6 March, and they expect to finish by late March.
They’ll be working weekdays, between 7:30am to 5pm, and they’re doing the work in two

stages, so you won’t see them onsite all the time.

You'll see some machinery and safety fencing where they’re working. They’ll try to keep any
disruption to a minimum, but there will be some noise during the day as they work.

While the playing field remains open, a small section of the car park will be unavailable to
the public during the period of work.

We appreciate your understanding as we work to improve our public facilities for everyone.
